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ABSTRACT
Over the last two years we have been developing Wikidata and
build up a community around it. Wikidata is Wikimedia's central
repository for structured data. This is the place where data, like
the number of inhabitants of a country, is stored and made accessi-
ble to humans and computers alike. The data is used across all 287
language editions of Wikipedia and its sister projects as well as in
projects outside of Wikimedia. In this talk we will take a look at
how we developed Wikidata, what great tools are being built on
top of it and what is in store for the future. 
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
